MC reported that an additional fee will have to be paid in order to increase public liability cover for Delph Library from £5 million to £10 million. It was agreed that this should be paid in May, when the next instalment is due.
2. Saddleworth Neighbourhood Plan(GB)
Rob Knox wants to come and speak to us again but was unable to attend tonight. Following a request to members of Delph community Association (DCA) no one has volunteered to upload any information from Delph to Saddleworth Parish Council (SPC) website. Mike Clegg expressed an interest providing it does not involve too much time. JKC to send him the contact details regarding this. A copy of the 10 areas DCA would like addressed is attached for information.
3. Chapel Garden Update(KB)
The 2 cherry trees have now been planted and are doing well. 
A plan to cover the graves with turf after the removal of the edging so that they may be mowed has not happened. Thus KB plans to fill the area with soil and re seed it with grass. KB would like to chart the position of existing bulbs so that we can make a plan for further bulb planting next year.
KB suggested that excess prunings from the trees could be burned however GG offered to help cut up the wood so it may be disposed of in the green bin. It is planned to purchase another seat for the Garden. It was suggested that a plaque be mounted on it with thanks to the Coop for their support. KB already has 2 plaques from previous donors and it was decided to mount all the plaques on a wall in the garden as there may be more in the future.

Chapel Garden Tea Party Need to plan this - not Whit Friday – KB suggested we should hire a tent so that the youth band could play outside whatever the weather conditions. He will investigate the cost. Planning at next meeting.
6. Delph Library (PS)
Deborah Curry has returned and PS is hoping that more development can take place including the reinstatement of the Friday morning event for the under 5’s.
7. Village Clean Up (JKC)

Greenfield Rail Action Group having a meeting tonight. The forthcoming changes to the timetable are going to be very detrimental for passengers from Greenfield where the number of passengers has doubled in the last 10 years.
