The river Tame is very efficient as removing water quickly. It also has a good flood plain in the valley above Delph however flooding continues to occur. Most recently on Delph New Road near Home Build. Has the water flow been restricted? Can improvements be made?
To try to contact the Environment agency to try to solve or through SPC if they will not deal with DCA.
GG ongoing problems with flooding at Slackcoat. Residents are in negotiation with new landowner and Unity.
