2. Report from Parish Council (GB) 
Lorry watch update. One of the borough councillors is trying to get the signage updated so the project can get started. There need to be signs advising upon both entering and leaving a restricted area. GB continues to highlight the problems of priority on the Bridge and the poor line of sight past the library. The representative from highways did not attend the last traffic and transport group however the problem has now been minuted so an answer will be required.
3. Saddleworth Neighbourhood Plan (SNP)(GB)
A Greater Manchester Spatial Framework Consultation Drop in Meeting will take place on Thursday14th February between 4 and 7.30pm in Greenfield Methodist Church.  The area for development in Saddleworth appears to be Fletcher Mill in Greenfield.
4. Report from Communities Meeting (GG)
The theme of the last meeting was recycling. The advice for recycling does change so attention should be paid to the leaflets provided by OMBC. Items that can be recycled now may not be in future as they may corrupt the recycled product. GG provided some leaflets for the library. It was suggested that there should be a Focus on waste and Recycling at the next General meeting. JKC to try to get some on from the council to come.
5. Chapel Gardens update (KB)(PH)
Due to recent weather conditions no further progress. KB has now been in touch with gardener who will hopefully come soon. No progress on the removal of the diseased tree it appears the tree surgeon has forgotten. Due to safety concerns it may be necessary to get another quote to expedite this issue.
6. Publicity( PS)
A ‘Get to know Facebook’ session is being led by Emily Hughes on Saturday 9th February @ 2pm in the Library for committee members.
7. Delph Library (PS)
There are now 6 new volunteers and 2 returners. Andrew Bailey from the library service has helped as did the article in the Oldham Times calling for volunteers. There are also 2 Bronze Duke of Edinburgh students coming to help one day a week. The OMBC library assistant finishes in the next two weeks. A tender has of just over £3000 has been accepted for the refurbishment of the store room in the library.
The next library event is ‘Friends against Scams’ on 12th February 2019 at 2.30. There is also a health promotion called ‘Sugar Swap’ to highlight how to reduce sugar intake.
