2. Report from Parish Council (GB)
An objection to the Greater Manchester Spatial Framework (GMSF) has been lodged by Saddleworth Civic Trust and some individuals. If Andy Burnham is elected mayor of Manchester he has said he will want to alter the plans.
The proposals involved building on green belt.

3. Fundraising

Santa’s Grotto was felt to be a great success as a community event but Keith was unsure if it was as a fund raising event as only £90 was raised. The Co-op kindly donated about 80 mince pies. 
It is hoped to repeat it next year but earlier and more publicity is needed and perhaps tie it in with the Christmas Lights switch on. It may be that this will clash with other theatre events so an alternative venue might be required. The stage in the Methodist Church Hall might be an option. Keith could also do with some help to set up the Grotto. The planning of this event will be revisited in the summer.
If you sign up for a Co-op card they are donating 1% of what you spend on own brand goods to a charity of your choice. DCA Chapel Gardens is one of the 3 named charities in Delph and so far £335 has been raised. This scheme is to continue until April 2017.
